Treasurer’s Report: Lori Rasmussen giving check for $15,168.30 to close out old account and transfer to Tara as new
Treasurer. $9.024.00 (allocated as $1,950.67 - futurity, $707.00 — Leif Lunde, $143.00 — Queen, $6,195.58 — General).
Tara has statements from Jan. 1, 2010 on, Lori will get all 2009 statements to Tara.

Insurance for Directors and Officers would add $1200.00 (based on 250 members) to cost of current insurance policy.

Committee Reports

Show Committee:

Tina reported that 4 judges contracts have been received back. There are 4 paid sponsors so far. Class list is on the
website.

October show has been moved to Albany, as voted on by the Show Committee. Discussion: Vote required by general
membership, By Laws pages 6 &/or 7. Kathy opposed to moving show to Albany, wants to drop budgets by 25%.

-Difference was not $5,000. Lori said budget needs to be corrected in regards to Arena expense. Previous credit was
applied to arena cost.

Tina told Mike (Mt Hood) that she would get back to him.

Maridi moved to vote on October show moving to Albany. Cecile 2", Vote was 10 yes, 9 no, 2 abstain. Motion passed.

By Laws: Rosey read from the 1976 constitution abd bylaws (from a copy furnished by Kathy Howe Drysdale) and as
Per Article 6, you cannot change Articles | and Il. This includes the name of the organization which is Oregon Pinto
Breeders and Exhibitors Association. Kathy moved to change title (top of By Laws page) to Oregon Pinto Breeders and
Exhibitors Association dba Oregon Pinto Horse Association. Ann 2" Motion passed. Rosie will write up and publish.
Article Il needs to revert to original statement of purpose.

Other By Law proposed amendments:

First reading of required two readings at general meetings for vote at third consecutive general meeting on proposed
amendments to By Laws:.

Amendment to article IV OPtHA Officers: Currently reads: Formal installation of officers shall be held at the November
yearend awards banquet.” Change to delete “November” and insert “Annual Meeting/Banquet”.

Amendments to article V meetings: Currently reads “General Membership meetings in January, March, May, and
October” change to “January, March, May, July, September, and November.”

Currently reads: “The executive committee shall meet in February, April, June, August, September and December”
change to “February, April , June, August, October and December”,

Currently reads: “Election of officers shall be held at the October meeting.” Change to delete “October” and substitute
“November”.

Currently reads: “The Month of November shall be set aside for the annual year end awards banquet and installation of
officers”. Change to read “Installation of officers shall take place at the annual year end awards banquet.”
Amendment to Article VI Amendments: Currently reads “and them voted upon” change “them” to “then”.

The following amend the by-laws approved on October 9, 2003:

Amendment to Article ii Meetings: Sec 201 Currently reads “General Membership shall be held in January, March, May,
July And October”: change to January, March, May, July, September and November

Sec 202 Currently reads “The Executive committee shall meet in February, April, June, August, September and December”
Change to February, April, June, August, October and December”

The preceding two proposed changes were deemed redundant due to above proposed changes to monthly meetings.
Amendments to Article Ill officers: Sec 302 Currently reads “The Executive Committee shall consist of a President, 1%
Vice President, 2™ Vice President, Treasurer, Secretary (who shall be appointed by the President)..” change to remove
“(who shall be appointed by the President).”

Sec 303 “All officers except the Secretary shall be nominated and elected.....” change to remove “except the Secretary”.
Vote Passed to be approved at general membership meeting in May.

Sec 303 Currently reads “Ballot submitted and counted “change to delete “submitted” . No change

Sec 303 Currently reads “at the October general membership meeting” change “October” to “November”. No change
Sec 303 Currently reads “after formal installation at the November year end awards banquet” change to delete
‘November’. No change



Sec 303 Currently reads “Mail in ballots will be allowed and can be obtained by any senior member from the secretary.”
Add a new sentence to follow: “Ballots may also be obtained on the website or at any OPtHA polling place so designated
by the Board of Directors Vote Passed to be approved at general membership meeting in May.

Sec 303 Currently reads “Mail in ballots must be in separate sealed envelopes and submitted to the secretary” Add:
“Membership number must be written on the ballot.” Vote Passed to be approved at general membership meeting in
May.

Sec 303 Currently reads “prior to the October general membership meeting” change ‘October’ to ‘November’. No
change

Sec 304 Currently reads “An officer elected and installed into office shall continue to hold office for a period of one year
or until his successor has been duly elected or appointed and installed. The same individual shall not hold the office of
President for more than two consecutive terms. A member elected or appointed to fill a vacancy shall continue to hold
office for the duration of the un-expired term of the office to which he/she has been elected or appointed.” Change to:
Sec 304 — Term of Office. A director elected and installed into office shall continue to hold office for period of two years or
until a successor has been duly elected or appointed and installed. The same individual shall not hold the office of
President for more than two consecutive terms. A member elected or appointed to fill a vacancy shall continue to hold
office for the duration of the un-expired term of the office to which he/she has been elected or appointed. Vote Passed
to be approved at general membership meeting in May.

Amendments to Article IV — Duties of Officers.

Sec. 404. Currently reads “...all OPtHA checks will require two (2) signatures for any amount over $500. That of the
treasurer and one other member of the Executive committee, “ change to “All OPtHA debits for any amount over $500.00
will require written approval by the president. This may be done by email.”  Vote Passed to be approved at general
membership meeting in May.

Add Article VIl in entirety:

Article VIl Indemnification. Each officer, director and committee member of the OPtHA shall be indemnified by
the OPtHA against all costs, expenses and liabilities reasonably incurred by him/her in conjunction with/or resulting from
an action, suit or proceeding to which he/she may have been a party by reason of his or her being or having been a
director, officer or committee person of the Club, except in relation to matters which shall have been occasioned by the
willful misconduct or dishonesty of such officer, director or committee person. The foregoing right of indemnification shall
cover amounts paid in settlement of any such action, suit or proceeding when such settlement appears to be in the interest
of the Club. The foregoing rights shall be in addition to any other right to which such officer, director or committee
member may be entitled as a matter of law Vote Passed to be approved at general membership meeting in May.
Changes proposed for the year end awards:

3) Currently reads “Points will be earned from the time the membership is received by OptHA. NO points will be granted
for shows attended before the membership fee and application forms are received.” Add: It is the member’s
responsibility to ensure his/her membership is current before the first point earning class entered. Member shall be
required to show a current OPtHA membership card or receipt of membership to the show secretary before a back number
will be issued. Vote Passed to be approved at general membership meeting in May.
